For Those Who Desire to Receive the Lord’s Supper

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at St. Paul in the confession and glad confidence that, as He says, our
Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood to eat and to drink for
the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one another. Our Lord invites to
His table those who trust His words, repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He
forgives and loves us, that they may show forth His death until He comes.

Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm and
because Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not
yet instructed, in doubt or who hold a confession differing from that of this congregation and The
Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod, and yet desire to receive the Sacrament, are asked first to speak
with the pastor or an elder. (Non-alcoholic wine is available in the center of the communion trays.)

BNow before faith came, we were held captive under the law, imprisoned until the
coming faith would be revealed. 2*So then, the law was our guardian until Christ came,
in order that we might be justified by faith. 2°But now that faith has come, we are no
longer under a guardian, %*for in Christ Jesus you are all sons of God, through faith. *’For
as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 2There is neither Jew
nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor female, for you are
all one in Christ Jesus. 2°And if you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s offspring, heirs
according to promise.

I mean that the heir, as long as he is a child, is no different from a slave, though he is
the owner of everything, *but he is under guardians and managers until the date set by
his father. 3In the same way we also, when we were children, were enslaved to the
elementary principles of the world. “But when the fullness of time had come, God sent
forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law, °to redeem those who were under

Father!” ’So you are no longer a
slave, but a son, and if a son, then an heir through God.

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Holy Gospel Luke 8:26-39

(P) The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the eighth chapter.
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%Then they sailed to the country of the Gerasenes, which is opposite Galilee. 2’When
Jesus had stepped out on land, there met him a man from the city who had demons. For
a long time he had worn no clothes, and he had not lived in a house but among the
tombs. 22When he saw Jesus, he cried out and fell down before him and said with a loud
voice, “What have you to do with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? | beg you, do
not torment me.” For he had commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man.
(For many a time it had seized him. He was kept under guard and bound with chains and
shackles, but he would break the bonds and be driven by the demon into the desert.)
$Jesus then asked him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Legion,” for many demons
had entered him. 3!And they begged him not to command them to depart into the
abyss. 3Now a large herd of pigs was feeding there on the hillside, and they begged him
to let them enter these. So he gave them permission. 3*Then the demons came out of
the man and entered the pigs, and the herd rushed down the steep bank into the lake
and were drowned.

$When the herdsmen saw what had happened, they fled and told it in the city and in
the country.
